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What exactly is Child Find?
· Child Find is a process by which children suspected of having disabilities (or delays) and who may be in need of special education services are identified.

· Child Find is the obligation of each local school division to locate, identify, and evaluate all children, residing in their jurisdiction, when the need for services is suspected.
· Child Find is an ongoing process.

· The Child Find requirement includes children who are age two through age 21.

· The Child Find requirement includes children who are homeless.

· The Child Find requirement includes children who attend a private school. 
· The Child Find requirement includes children who are home-instructed or home-tutored. 
· Child Find for infants and toddlers (birth to age three, inclusive) is coordinated with our local early intervention program (RAISE). 
Who should refer?

  If a child is suspected of requiring special education or has special needs because of a disability (or delay), he or she may be referred, at any time, by:
Parents
Teachers
Doctors

A community agency

An individual, group or organization

Anyone that may have worked with the child

How do I refer?
If you reside within the attendance zone of one of the schools listed below:
· Central Elementary
· Fairfield Elementary
· Mountain View Elementary
· Natural Bridge Elementary
· Maury River Middle School
· Rockbridge County High School
